BEFORE YOU BEGIN – REMINDERS FROM PART 1
 Let’s begin by stating WHY you are here today.  You were recently asked by a local program or  Government agency,  one who 

is distributing or awarding federal money to applicants, to become registered in SAM.  Because you want to be eligible to 
receive that money for your project, program, or whatever it may be, you will need to obtain a SAM Unique Entity ID (UEI) and 
active SAM registration.  

 SAM is not a hard application and registration to complete.  “It Depends” on your level of experience working with 
computers, scanners, picture apps on a phone/camera, entering data into an electronic application, gathering the right 
combination of paperwork, taking extra steps necessary to correct the right paperwork (if applicable),  internet connection 
speed, utilizing the right computer browser, knowing what to do if the paperwork is rejected, etc. may alter your own 
experience using SAM.gov positively or negatively from your neighbor or friend’s  experience with SAM. 

 PLEASE BE PATIENT WITH THE PROCESS AND PLAN AHEAD!

 SAM.gov is globally utilized.  Yes, there are people on the other side of the form, but SAM is not a one-sized fits all formula 
“quick” type registration.  And some sections may appear repetitive. 

 The good news is if you like amusement park roller coasters… 

 …you may “enjoy” the SAM process more than other people! 

 If you don’t like roller coasters, all I can say is buckle up…
 …hang out tight and be prepared for unexpected twists and turns.  

 Remember though – you WILL get through SAM eventually.  Please, don’t give up if it feels impossible.  Ask for help if 
you get stuck.  There are people who can help you get through SAM, for FREE.

BEFORE YOU BEGIN – REMINDERS FROM PART 1
ALSO……
 Be wary and use extra caution with Googling/searching SAM registration.  You will see all sorts of options – 

none of them are the official US Government website.  Companies who pay and advertise to offer SAM 
assistance will show up as “sponsored” ad type listings first.  Do not click on any website or attempt a 
SAM registration on any website unless it ends in .gov!  If you accidently end up on the wrong website 
and you are asked to pay money for SAM assistance, you are NOT on the official government website.  
STOP, don’t pay any money for SAM assistance, exit by getting rid of that browser page and start over.

 Type in the direct website address in your browser’s search bar:  SAM.gov (and press enter).  (also try 
using this link https://sam.gov ) You should immediately land on the Official U.S. Government website 
page, which is 100% free to register, renew and work in SAM.  

 Recommended browsers that work best with SAM.gov: Chrome, Microsoft Edge, Firefox and 
Safari.  
 (for those who like to know the details: Edge 94.0.x, Chrome 94.0.x, Firefox 78.14.x and Safari v11.1+)

 Do NOT try and do a SAM registration from a cell phone!!  

 Use a desktop computer, laptop, iPad – anything but a cell phone.  
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UNDERSTAND THE DIFFERENCES
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Which one will I need? 

There are 3 main ways to use SAM. 
The answer lies with your program 
funders or Government agency who 
asked you to “get a SAM 
registration.”
1) SAM Unique Entity ID (UEI) is 

rare.  While it is rare to be asked 
you obtain only a SAM UEI, it is 
possible that may be all you need 
to obtain for the program.

2) “Federal Assistance Only” is 
for grants and loans and is 
frequently requested by the 
USDA Rural Development 
programs. 

3) “All Awards” is commonly used 
by the Economic Development 
programs,  community grants 
and by entities such as 
Neighborworks. “All Awards” is 
also used by for-profit 
businesses pursuing sales 
opportunities with the Federal 
Government. Includes any grants 
and loans.

WHY DO I NEED TO KNOW THIS?
FEDERAL ASSISTANCE ONLY

Some grant programs and lenders such as 
BANKS, may not be required to verify 
“eligibility”, but RATHER need to confirm that 
you have an active SAM.gov registration only. 

This allows you to apply for financial 
assistance, for example grants and loans, only. 
You cannot bid on federal contracts with this 
type of registration. This type of registration 
requires less info about your entity. 
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ALL AWARDS

Agencies and programs such as NENEDD, 
Neighborworks, local Community 
Development, USDA Rural Development, 
downtown revitalization projects etc. may be 
required to run the “Exclusions” list.  

The difference is that some funders are 
required to verify eligibility. Eligibility can 
mean:  are you debarred, suspended, 
deemed ineligible, dead, imprisoned, etc.? 

This allows you to bid on contracts and other 
procurements, as well as apply for financial 
assistance. This type of registration requires 
more information about your entity.  

It’s important for YOU to know how to properly register 
yourself in SAM before you begin.  Unsure? 

Ask your program funders before you move forward with 
the next steps and review the video below.

1. Government websites can and will be updated with little to no-notice.  

2. There may be examples shown in this resource that may no longer be 100% accurate any longer.  If you 
are in doubt, check directly with https://FSD.gov  for up-to-date information in the Knowledge Base.  

3. This guide was created to help empower and connect you with the proper resources in obtaining a 
SAM UEI and SAM registration so you can do this process on your own, with little-to-no assistance 
required.

4. If you do not feel comfortable using a computer or doing this registration alone, please reach out to a 
family member, friend or neighbor that can help you feel more comfortable as you go through this guide 
while you are utilizing the U.S. federal government websites noted here today.

5. REMEMBER:  SAM.gov is 100% free and an official U.S. Government website!  https://sam.gov 

6. It is extremely important that you answer every question based on your business and entity ownership 
structure appropriately. 

7. The examples in this guide are merely examples and does not indicate or imply that is the answer you 
select or enter as your answer.

8. Double check your answers, double check the spelling of your legal business name and physical 
address (when prompted) and allow plenty of extra time to complete this process.  (2-3 weeks 
minimum for All Awards, 1-2 weeks minimum for Federal Assistance Only & obtaining a SAM 
UEI)

System for Award Management (SAM):
 All entities who will be receiving federal funds either through a contract and/or grant shall 

be registered in the System for Award Management (SAM) before an award can be 
executed or a payment processed for payment.

FAR 4.1100 Scope
This subpart prescribes policies and procedures for requiring contractor registration in the 
System for Award Management (SAM) to—

(a) Increase visibility of vendor sources (including their geographical locations) for specific supplies and 
services; and

(b) Establish a common source of vendor data for the Government.

FAR 4.1102 Policy
  (a) Offerors and quoters are required to be registered in SAM at the time an offer or quotation is submitted 
in order to comply with the annual representations and certifications requirements …
(c) Contracting officers shall use the legal business name or "doing business as" name and physical 

address from the contractor's SAM registration for the provided unique entity identifier to identify the 
contractor in section A of the contract schedule, similar sections of non-uniform contract formats and 
agreements, and all corresponding forms and data exchanges. Contracting officers shall make no changes 
to the data retrieved from SAM.
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System for Award Management (SAM):
 Prior to applying for any funding opportunity, 

prospective applicants must first register with 
SAM.gov. An active SAM registration is required 
to both do business with the federal 
government and to apply for funding 
opportunities. You must have an active entity 
registration to be eligible to receive contract 
awards or payments, submit assistance award 
applications via Grants.gov or receive certain 
payments from some federal government 
agencies.

 The Federal Government-wide policy at 2 CFR 
Part 25 (Universal Identifier and System for 
Award Management) states that an “agency 
may not make an award to an entity until the 
entity has complied with the requirements … to 
provide a valid unique entity identifier and 
maintain an active SAM registration with current 
information.”
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 System for Award Management (SAM):

§ 121.104 How does SBA calculate annual receipts? 

(a) Receipts means all revenue in whatever form received or accrued 
from whatever source …

(c)(1) Period of measurement … been in business for 5 or more 
completed fiscal years means the total receipts of the concern over its 
most recently completed 5 fiscal years divided by 5.

    (2) been in business for less than 5 complete fiscal years means the 
total receipts for the period the concern has been in business divided 
by the number of weeks in business, multiplied by 52.

§ 121.106 How does SBA calculate number of employees?
(a) In determining a concern's number of employees, SBA counts all 

individuals employed on a full-time, part-time, or other basis. This 
includes employees obtained from a temporary employee agency, 
professional employee organization or leasing concern…

(b) Where the size standard is number of employees, the method for 
determining a concern's size includes the following principles: 
(1) The average number of employees of the concern is used 

(including the employees of its domestic and foreign affiliates) 
based upon numbers of employees for each of the pay periods 
for the preceding completed 24 calendar months. 

(2) Part-time and temporary employees are counted the same as 
full-time employees. 

(3) If a concern has not been in business for 24 months, the 
average number of employees is used for each of the pay 
periods during which it has been in business.

FINAL STEPS OF SAM
REGISTRATION CONFIRMATION EXAMPLE
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TIP: Keep a copy of 
the SAM 

registration emails 
in a safe place.

SPECIAL NOTE:  As per Knowledge Base #KB0065324, you do NOT need to worry about Option #5 found in the SAM 
confirmation email any longer.  This is old information and new SAM registrations are not required to submit an EA letter 
unless there is another reason to do so: 
When do I need to submit an Entity Administrator (EA) letter?

If you completed an “All Awards” SAM registration, the following would occur next:
1) IRS TIN (Tax Identification Number) verification (up to 2 business days)
2) CAGE Code review – During this process, you will be assigned a new CAGE code (a 
five-character alpha-numeric identifier) if one does not already exist. Or, if you have an 
existing CAGE code your information will be updated.  
 If CAGE reaches out to your email and asks for additional clarification on your 

entity’s address and legal business name, you must respond within 3 business 
days!  
 CAGE review can take up to 10 business days.
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After your information passes through IRS TIN match, your entity will automatically move over 
to CAGE code review.  CAGE code review can take up to 10 business days. 

In CAGE review, there are individuals who are checking your physical address that you 
entered into the SAM registration at the very beginning of this whole process against what is 
on file with the USPS (remember that tip in Part 1?).  CAGE team will determine if you pass or 
fail their address check.

CAGE also will check sources such as Nebraska Secretary of State registrations to confirm 
your Legal Business Name. 

If one or both things fail the initial CAGE check, you will receive an email similar to the 
example on the next page…..

HOW TO MAKE CORRECTIONS

If changes to legal business name (LBN), doing business as (DBA), and/or physical address are required:
  1.  Proceed to Dun and Bradstreet (D&B) to submit your corrections at: www.dnb.com/govtduns
  2.  Select 'Federal Government Contractors or Grantees DUNS Number Support' before further selecting to Update Your Existing DUNS number.  Follow the prompts to make the necessary corrections.
  3.  After submitting your changes in D&B, please wait at least 24 hours for the corrections to be made available to SAM.GOV
    a.  Access your SAM.GOV registration and submit with corrected LBN, DBA, and/or physical address
    b.  When you have completed the above steps, you will receive a confirmation message
    c.  Your registration will automatically be routed to the DLA CAGE Code office for handling and review and if successfully completed, your registration will be activated

For all other changes to include Government Business POC and email, access your SAM registration at https://sam.gov/SAM/, make the necessary changes for the reasons indicated above and resubmit your registration. 
Your request will automatically be routed to the DLA CAGE Code office for handling after IRS validation has been confirmed. If you need assistance with your SAM registration, please contact the Federal Service Desk

 Remember, if you have technical issues or need to speak with someone regarding the 
SAM.gov registration process or issues, the Federal Service Desk (FSD) will be your 
initial go-to.  They are your FREE resource to utilize.

 If SAM.gov or the FSD.gov emails you a response that they are reviewing or resolving 
your incident, PLEASE SAVE THAT EMAIL. You may need to submit a copy to your funding 
agency as proof you are working to obtain a SAM registration if the due date of your 
application is eminent.

 Your SAM profile must be updated yearly, it will not auto-renew.  If you have a 
federal contract and your SAM profile expires, you will not be paid!  

 Payments made to you by your program funders will be suspended until the SAM 
profile has been reactivated, if it accidently expires.

 Beware of third-party providers trying to sell you services or offering to help 
you.  If they call, leave voicemails, email you or mail a postcard to you and there is 
an 800-telephone number – it is NOT the government reaching out to you and they 
only want your money!   (See the last slide for more details)

 FYI --- look at the email addresses more closely.  Authoritative government emails 
(SAM, FSD, GSA, IRS TIN, CAGE) will end is .gov or .mil.  

Keep your SAM login credentials in a SAFE PLACE in case you need it in the 
future! 
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Remember a SAM registration is only valid for 365 days.  

Please check with your funding source that originally required you to have a SAM 
registration before renewing your SAM entity.   

 If you do NOT need to renew SAM, there is nothing further to do. Let the SAM 
registration lapse on its expiration date. 

 If you NEED to renew SAM, the entity administrator must login into SAM and complete 
an “update” to renew the SAM registration. 

NOTE: If the Entity Administrator is no longer with your organization, the new person 
will need to create a SAM.gov login account on https://sam.gov and complete a New 
Entity Administrator Letter, signed and notarized, prior to uploading into FSD.gov to 
request that the Entity be linked to the new Entity Administrator of your organization.

 Got to your Sam.gov Workspace, and click the Active Registration bubble

 To the right of the Entity Name, select the three little blue dots

 Select Update

 Select to update/renew your entire entity registration, and click Next to proceed

 You will need to proceed through the validation process, (see the SAM Registration 
Process instructions for assistance), review each section for any changes and submit the 
registration

 The renewal registration will be reviewed, and you will receive an activation email.  
(NOTE:  Renewal timeframes can vary ranging from a few days to a week or longer, 
depending upon changes to the Legal Entity Name and/or Physical Address)  

 If you have issues at any time during this process, please contact the FSD.gov – either

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CLOSING & BEWARE OF THE “VULTURES”
In closing, please remember that the U.S. Federal Government:
 Will NOT mail out postcards
 Will NOT call you nor leave voicemails to offer SAM assistance 
 Will NOT send texts
 Will NOT send deactivation notices (unless it originates from a .gov email)
 Will NOT send “Missing Profile” or “Profile not complete” emails

 But WILL send out reminders to renew SAM at 90 days, 60 days and 30 days prior to the current 
expiration date.  (Nowhere in the “real” email will it say to call them).  https://sam.gov  is the ONLY place 
for you to go and renew SAM.   

 WILL only send emails from government email addresses ending in .gov or .mil.
 DOES offer no-cost technical assistance through the Federal Service Desk (FSD) if you need to verify the 

expiration date of SAM if you receive a suspicious email or phone call. https://fsd.gov 
 Allows YOU to look up your own publicly listed SAM registration. Log into SAM.gov and search for your 

Entity Name to confirm the actual expiration date. https://sam.gov  
 Report any suspicious or fraudulent emails, phone calls and texts to the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) 

Select “Report Fraud” and submit a complaint.  https://ftc.gov   
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
